CLEAN

CLEAN the lint filter 
regularly and follow 
manufacturers 
instructions for use.

SWITCH OFF

SWITCH OFF the dryer 
when you leave your 
house.

KEEP CLEAR

Keep the dryer CLEAR 
of flammable material, 
and make sure it is well 
ventilated.

PREPARE

Always be PREPARED 
by sorting laundry into 
correct sized loads. Do 
not overload the dryer.
